F - foxtrot (FOKS-trot) Six: "Sicks" 

G - golf (GOLF)  Seven: "SEV-vin" 

H - hotel (HOH-tell) Eight: "Ate" 

I - india (IN-dee-ah) Nine: "NINE-er

O - oscar (OSS-cah)             birthday greetings etc, in the preamble it follows the HXF. 

P - papa (PAH-PAH) HXA - (followed by number.) Collect landline delivery authorized by addressee within  

Q - quebec (kay-BECK)             _____miles. (If no number, authorization is unlimited.) 

R - romeo (ROW-me-oh) HXB - (Followed by number.) Cancel message if not delivered within_____hours of  

S - sierra (SEE-air-rah)            filing time: service originating station. 

T - tango (TANG-go) HXC - Report date and time of deliver to originating station. 

U - uniform (YOU-ni-form) HXD - Report to originating station the identity of station from which received, plus date  

V - victor (VIK-tor)            and time.  Or if delivered report date, time and method of delivery. 

W - whiskey (WISS-key)  HXE - Delivering station get reply from addressee, originate message back. 

X - x-ray (ECKS-ray)
